Attendance Guidelines  
 

District attendance and tardy policies are established by the school board.  If your child is going to be absent, 
call the office by 9:00.   Please state the reason for the absence and the length of the absence if known.  This 
assures us that your child has not encountered a problem on the way to school.  If your child needs to leave early, 
he or she must be checked out which includes an adul t signature.  
 
Children are counted tardy if they are not in their classrooms by 8:45.  Once children reach six unexcused and 
consecutive multiples of six (6, 12, 18,É) you will be sent a letter and their name is entered into their discipline 
record.  Excus ed absences include appointments such as doctor, dentist, etc.  Over -sleeping or heavy traffic is an 
unexcused absence.  A note explaining oversleeping does not change the tardy to an excused tardy.  
 
Good attendance is a life skill that stays with us.  Chi ldren who are absent and/or tardy frequently as children 
probably will be as adults as well.  Children donÕt learn as much when they are not here.  When children are tardy, 
the teacher has to stop doing what he/she was doing to change the attendance, the l unch count, and perhaps 
repeat morning announcements .  This affects everyone . 
 
Excessive absences may require a doctorÕs note.  Taking children out of school for an extended vacation makes it 
difficult for them to keep up with their school work.  
 
Thank you for your understanding and cooperation on these matters.

ALLSTAR ART NEWS 
The Aldrich Art Program has gotten off to a terrific start! Students have been very busy creating fun and unique art 
projects!  
 
HereÕs a little more information about the art we have been creating: 
 
¥ Kindergarteners have recently completed a project all about lines by creating Navajo Line Rugs. Now they are learning 
about shapes and will be creating water lilies like the artist Claude Monet. 
¥ First graders also completed a project about lines, while being influenced by Wassily KandinskyÕs art. Learning about 
geometric shapes and making Cityscapes will be their next creation.  
¥ Second graders have been learning about Wassily Kandinsky as well, but their project was a Magical Playground 
sculpture. Now theyÕre creating collage self-portraits. 
¥ Third graders are being introduced to the world of Vincent Van Gogh and his expressive brush strokes. They are making 
their very own Starry Nights. 
¥ Fourth graders observed work by the artist Gustav Klimt and his detailed figures. They drew their own figures and are 
placing them onto a patterned background. 
¥ Fifth graders are learning about pattern and contrast. TheyÕre drawing their names to fit into the body of a fish while 
making it stand out by incorporating these two art principles. 
 
*In October, students will be taking home an art project in their Friday Folders. Along with this project you will also be 
receiving information from the PTA about ArtWares. For those of you who do not know what that is, itÕs an opportunity for 
you to order your childÕs artwork on various items such as mugs, magnets, flags, and much more. If you would like to 
participate, you can use either your childÕs artwork from art class, or they can create something else at home instead. Again, 
you will be getting more information about ArtWares in the future, but if your child would like to start making a project on 
their own for it, there are a few things you need to keep in mind. The paper cannot be larger than 9Ó x 12Ó, and materials 
such as chalk, fluorescent paint, or pencil drawings will not copy well. Also the art cannot be raised, because it needs to lay 
flat to copy. 
 
A special congratulations goes to Ethan Bierman, Cierra Lampman, Kayla Ney, and (former student) Jessica 
Peters! Their artwork was chosen to be displayed at the Future Strokes/ Sculpts Gallery show during the months of 
September and October. The show is located at ESU 3, which is the Education Service Unit that serves the Omaha 
area.
