Students may be removed from a course in order to gain a period for a study hall/guided study hall.

Also known as the Study Center.  The Study Center is open on Tuesday, Wednesday, and Thursday nights from 3:30 to 5:30.  It is staff by teachers in the 4 core subject areas (English, math, science, and social studies). Teachers may assign students to the Study Center to make up work and complete tests.  The Study Center is an opportunity for students to earn credit in classes that they are not successful in.
